Farm Animals   
*It’s time for Fun in the Farm! 
* After reading “When the Rooster Crowed” by Margaret Wise Brown, here are some of the activities that we worked during the week:

*We made masks for the characters of the story, and we used the masks to make headbands and then we dramatized the story. 
*Children discussed the sounds that different animals make. Then they played a listening game using the animal sounds they've discussed.  Fionally, we reviewed the sounds by singing “Old Mac Donald “
Jungle Animals

*The second animal theme, “Let’s Visit the Jungle!” expands beyond the realm of house pets, enters the world of the wild, and stresses the differences between wild animals and pets.

* During this week we worked animal identification. This practice is aided by the reading of “Who Is the Beast?” by Keith Baker. Through beautiful illustrations, the children are encouraged to identify animals in the book without seeing the entire picture. Discriminating characteristics help the children determine the differences between tigers, lions, leopards, and other similar animals. 
* We had lots of activities, our boys and girls loved to learn the chant “One, one, one, The Zoo Is lots of Fun” .We made zoo animal puppets and classified animals into “meat eaters” and “plant eaters”, and into “mammals”  and “oviparous” animals. 
* The children in Pre Kinder had a “Show and Tell” activity, where they brought their favorite jungle stuffed animals to school.
Under the Sea

* After they classified the sea animal and learned that whales and dolphins are not fish but mammals, the children made an octopus puppet practicing their fine motor skills while they were working.
* One of the favorite activities in this unit was the “Tuna Fish Sandwich”, with this snack; we tasted something that comes from the sea. We made tuna salad by adding mayonnaise to a drained can of tuna. Then, they spread the tuna on the bread, cut the bread to make the shape of a fish and decorated it with colored mayonnaise.
* The children in Pre Kinder made beautiful purple octopuses 
.
Dinosaurs Project
*For ten days the children became paleontologists, learning different facts about dinosaurs, dinosaurs’ vocabulary, and working in different projects having lots of fun.
* We integrated science, math, literature, centers and crafts activities around the dinosaurs theme.
*The study of dinosaurs leaves the kids with an exciting attitude for learning and exploring. The kids love dinosaurs because they are mysterious, large, and exciting. 
* The dinosaur’s egg experiment was a hit! Children loved eating their dinosaur’s eggs as a snack.

*We also learned about dinosaur fossils, bones, and skeletons.
Around the Table
· In June we learned about Nutrition. 

· Children acquired information and new vocabulary about different kinds of food (meat, sweets, vegetables, grains etc) and made a food pyramid. 

· They shared responsibilities to finish a task, while making a delicious pizza and a healthy salad. 

· We also talked about the importance of the program “5 a Day” and the benefits of eating 5 to 9 servings of fruits and vegetables each day.
